If you have already informed the school via email that you would like to attend, please do still fill in the slip 
below to indicate whether you would like to attend the morning or afternoon session.  
  
It is an ideal opportunity to work alongside your child.  Please note spaces are only available to allow for one adult per 
child. We require a minimum of 9 parents involved for this activity to take place but due to COVID, there are some 
changes to how we normally organise things: 
 

• Numbers will be limited to 12 adults per session. (A maximum of 24 across the two sessions) 

• Adults must use hand sanitiser (available) on entrance. 

• Adults will have exclusive use of the hall and must enter the building via the hall outside door, not main reception. 

• Adults will be required to wear a mask at all times. 

• Adults will only be allowed to use a designated toilet. 

• Adults will need to bring their own drink and snack. 

• Adults will only be able to work with their own child. 

• Adults will need to bring their own pen to complete forms, e.g. Covid Visitor Declaration. 

• We encourage adults to scan our NHS Covid-19 app QR code for track and trace purposes. 

• Tables will be spaced to allow for social distancing. 
  
Please complete the attached form to confirm if you would like to attend and return to your child’s class teacher by 
tomorrow (again apologies for the quick turnaround and this is why we have made the exception of the no paper rule).  If 
you do not hear from us, then please assume that you have been successful in gaining a place.
