Dear Parent and Carers, 
 
For Nightingales Class School Trip this term, we will be going to The Fleet Air Arm Museum on Thursday 
24th June.  In the Autumn Term we learnt about John Stringfellow’s part in the history of flight and the Air 
Arm Museum is a fantastic opportunity for the children to see the different aircrafts we studied.  Also, as 
part of their Manor Court 48 the children will go inside Concorde to explore the plane from all angles.
