Dear Parents & Carers 
 
As part of our ‘Pirates’ topic, Foundation Stage will be visiting Lyme Regis on Monday 21st June 2021. 
This will provide the children with an opportunity to experience a beach and take part in some pirate and 
sea themed activities.   
 
The cost of this trip is £3.87.  This is a voluntary contribution and no child will be excluded from the trip 
for not paying, however please be aware that should we receive insufficient payments the trip may be 
cancelled for all children.  Please make payment through your ParentPay account by Friday 11th June at 
the latest.   
 
Children do not need to wear school uniform for the trip but will be provided with luminous jackets so 
they will be easily identifiable throughout the day.  Please send children in suitable clothing for the 
weather and if it is a hot day, ensure they have a sun hat and wear sun cream. We would also suggest 
sending your child with a waterproof coat for any unpredictable weather.  Please make sure that your 
child is in school promptly at 8.40am, they will then be back in time for the end of school at 3pm.   
 
All children will need to bring a packed lunch and plenty to drink from home on the day as we are unable 
to provide packed lunches on Mondays.  It would be particularly helpful if you could pack their lunch in a 
labelled bag with containers that can be thrown away after use – this means that the children do not then 
have to carry their lunch boxes around the beach after lunch.  As we are a healthy school we would kindly 
ask for no fizzy drinks or sweets.
