Y6 Trips – London and Residential 

Dear Parents and Carers,  

 

We are looking forward to welcoming your child to Year 6 and are writing to you with 
some exciting news about trips that will be taking place next year.   

 

During the autumn term, Year 6 will be learning about Margaret Bondfield and the 
development of democracy.  We are very lucky that we have been allocated tickets to 
visit the Houses of Parliament on Friday 6th September.  We will combine this visit 
with a ride on the London Eye. The cost of the trip will be £19.22 which should be paid 
via your ParentPay account by Monday 2nd September.  We will write to you with 
further details about what to bring in due course but please note that we will be leaving 
school at approximately 6.15am and returning at 8.30pm.  

 

Looking further ahead to June 2025, we are delighted to inform you that we have 
secured a booking at Adventure Okehampton for our Y6 residential from Monday 30th 
June to Wednesday 2nd July 2025.  Adventure Okehampton is an outdoor education 
centre based on Dartmoor that offers a full programme of unforgettable experiences 
(abseiling, archery, rock climbing, kayaking, high ropes and raft building to name a 
few!) Please look at their website if you would like to find out 
more(adventureokehampton.com).  The total cost of the trip will be £206.70 which 
includes accommodation, meals and activities. To make the trip as affordable as 
possible, the school will be fundraising to cover the cost of the coach. To secure our 
booking, we need to confirm numbers before the summer holidays. Therefore, to 
ensure that your child has a place on this exciting residential, a deposit of £39.00 
should be paid via your school ParentPay account by Friday 12th July.  The remaining 
balance can be paid in instalments but must be paid in full by Friday 30th May 2025.
