Manor Court Community Primary School Spring Term 2023-2024 Pupil Voice Survey 

In our latest pupil voice survey we had 369 child responses, and this was every child who attends our 

school apart from those in the Foundation Stage). 

1: I enjoy school 

• All the time 67% of all responses.  

• Most of the time 21% of all responses. 

• Some of the time 12% of all responses. 

2: My teacher helps me to do my best 

• Every day 81% of all responses. 

• Most days 11% of all responses. 

• Some days 8% of all responses. 

3: My teacher gives me work that challenges me 

• In every lesson 72% of all responses. 

• In most lessons 20% of all responses. 

• In some lessons 8% of all responses. 

4: I enjoy learning at Manor Court Community Primary School 

• All the time 81% of all responses. 

• Most of the time 11% of all responses. 

• Some of the time 8% of all responses. 

5: My teacher listens to what I have to say 

• Strongly agree 81% of all responses. 

• Agree 10% of all responses. 

• Neither agree nor disagree 9% of all responses. 

6: There is an adult at school I can talk to if something is worrying me 

• Strongly agree 81% of all responses. 

• Agree 11% of all responses. 

• Neither agree nor disagree 8% of all responses. 

7: The behaviour of other pupils in my lessons is always good 

• All the time 62% of all responses. 

• Most of the time 23% of all responses. 

• Some of the time 15% of all responses. 

8: The behaviour of other pupils around school is always good 

• All of the time 71% of all responses. 

• Most of the time 22% of all responses. 

• Some of the time 7% of all responses. 

9: Is bullying a problem at Manor Court Community Primary School 

• It doesn’t happen 62% of all responses. 

• It happens and teachers are really good at resolving it 23% of all responses,

• Very frequently 61% of all responses. 

• Frequently 26% of all responses. 

• Sometimes 8% of all responses 

• Not very often 2% of all responses.

• Strongly agree 66% of all responses. 

• Agree 26% of all responses.
