Dear Parent/Carer, 

As part of our history topic about how John Stringfellow has changed the way we live now, we 
will be going on a trip to the Fleet Air Arm Museum on Wednesday 20th November 2024.  

At Fleet, we will learn about the many ‘firsts’ of Royal Navy aviation through their ‘Record 
Breakers and Innovators’ discovery programme. We will explore the museum’s collection of 
aircraft, equipment, and stories.  

The children will be out for the whole day within usual school hours and will need to bring a 
packed lunch and a drink. Children who have booked a school meal or who have free school 
meals will have a packed lunch provided. An extra drink (please, no fizzy drinks) and a snack 
are advisable.  

Children will need to wear their usual school uniform and bring a waterproof coat. If your 
child suffers from travel sickness, please inform their class teacher, and make sure appropriate 
medication is taken in the morning. 

The cost of the trip is £9.08, this includes the cost of travel by coach, the entrance to Fleet and 
tour of the museum as well as additional activities to provide an engaging understanding of 
the development of flight. This will need to be paid through your ParentPay account no later 
than Friday 15th November 2024.
