Dear Parents/Carers,   
  

We are very excited that our trip to London will take place this week, so we are writing to you 
now to remind you of all the details.    
  
On Friday 6th September children should meet in Heron’s classroom at 6am. The coach will 
be leaving school at 6.15am sharp. We will be unable to wait for late arrivals due to the 
distance we are travelling.   
  
Children should wear their school uniform and bring a raincoat with a hood. They will also 
need a 20 pence piece in case they need to use the public toilets in Victoria Tower Gardens. 
If rain looks likely, it would be very helpful if each child could bring a small umbrella which fits 
inside their bag. If it is sunny, please pack suncream.   
  
Children may bring a book to read or a small toy or game to play with on the coach however 
no electrical items, including phones or tablets are permitted. Each child will need to bring a 
snack, a packed lunch, and a packed tea with them, along with sufficient drinks for the day. If 
your child receives free school meals, we will be able to provide them with a packed lunch, 
but they will need to bring their own snacks and tea. If desired, the packed tea may be left on 
the coach during the day so that the children have less to carry. We will eat lunch on arrival in 
London and stop at Fleet Services on our way home to eat our tea.   
  
The coach will return to school at approximately 8.30pm. If we are later than expected, you 
will be informed via the school Twitter and Facebook accounts. Please note - due to the time 
of our return all children will need to be collected from school - children will not be permitted 
to walk home alone.   
 
If you haven’t yet signed your child up/paid for this trip, please can we ask that you do this by 
3pm tomorrow via your ParentPay account.
