• Owls (Year 3) – The double doors in the corner of the Key Stage Two playground by 
the new classrooms 

• Eagles (Year 4) - The double doors onto the Key Stage One playground 

• Puffins (Year 4) – The double doors onto the Key Stage One playground 

• Badgers (Year 5) – The top doors by the hall 

• Foxes (Year 5) - The top doors by the hall 

• Otter (Year 6) – Remains the same 

• Herons (Year 6) – Remains the same
