YEAR 3 MAGDALEN FARM DAY TRIP 

We are thrilled to inform you that Year 3 will be visiting Magdalen Farm on Tuesday 14th 

March. We have been very fortunate to be offered a half day visit to the farm free of charge! 

However, you will still need to confirm permission via ParentPay. 

The children should arrive at school for gates opening, 8.35 am, in suitable outdoor clothing. 

The coach will leave Manor Court School promptly at 8.50 am and will arrive back to school 

at approximately 1.00 pm.  

During our trip, we will use maps and compasses to navigate our way around the farm to 

discover information about local wildlife. Afterwards, the children will be able to experience 

survival in the Wild, which will link with our new topic, Stone Age. Children will create a 

magnificent den in teams, before exploring everything the woods has to offer. 

Children should bring the following items in a rucksack: 

• A packed lunch and drink (if you have booked your child a school lunch, we will 

still provide them with one) 

• A change of clothing (in case they get wet or muddy) 

• A plastic bag (to put any wet or muddy clothes in) 

• A pair of wellies (please ensure children arrive at school in other suitable shoes) 

• A waterproof coat 

• Layers of clothing 

This is a wonderful hands-on opportunity for children to learn about how people would have 

survived during the Stone Age. 

If you are happy for your child to participate, please confirm via your ParentPay account by no 

later than Friday 10th March 2023.
