The children will be set up with accounts on Tinkercad but these will be anonymised so their 
names will not be used to create them. They will all have the Safe Mode setting enabled which 
means that their designs and work are private, they will have a restricted view of the ‘Gallery’ 
and the ‘Gallery’ favourites will be controlled by us at school.
