Reference: Year 2 school trip to Noah’s Ark Zoo 
 
Dear Parent/Carer 
 
As part of our science unit about animals and their habitats we will be going on a trip to 
Noah’s Ark Zoo on Wednesday 20th July 2022. Please note this date is different to the date 
on the newsletter and this is the correct date. At Noah’s Ark Zoo we will walk around exploring 
the living environments for different animals and we will discover how animals have adapted 
to live in their habitat.   
  
The children will be out for the whole day. The coach will be leaving at 8.45am. Children will 
need to be at school for 8.30am and walk directly to their classroom. We will be back in time 
for the end of the school day at 3.10pm. As the children will be out for the whole day within 
usual school hours they will need to bring a packed lunch and a drink. Children who have 
booked a school meal or who have free school meals will have a packed lunch provided.  An 
extra drink (please no fizzy drinks) and a snack is advisable. Please can this be placed inside 
a rucksack as the children will need to carry their own belongings throughout the day.  
 
Children must wear school uniform and suitable footwear to walk around the zoo. Depending 
on the weather forecast children may need to bring a waterproof coat or wear sun cream. If 
it is going to be hot, please place spare sun cream in their rucksack so they can reapply at 
lunchtime.  
 
If your child suffers from travel sickness, please inform the class teacher, and make sure 
appropriate medication is taken in the morning. 
 
The cost of the trip is £15.90 (which has been subsidised for all children by the school). This 
includes the entrance to Noah’s Ark Zoo and the coach. This will need to be paid through 
your ParentPay account by Monday 18th July.
