Year 5 Chard Museum Visit 
 
As part of our History unit, ‘how Chard has changed since WWII’, we will be visiting Chard Museum 
to look at artefacts used during the second world war, listening to evacuee recounts and tasting food 
made by rations. The visit will be conducted in small groups next week, beginning Monday 29th 
November 2021.  
 
Children will walk from school with members of staff. Children do not need to be provided with 
anything extra apart from ensuring your child has a suitable coat. We will be back in time for lunch 
when on a morning session, or we will leave after lunchtime has ended if it is an afternoon session. 
  
The cost of the visit is £2.70 per child. This includes the entrance to the museum and the workshop 
provided. This will need to be paid through your ParentPay account by Friday 3rd December. 
 
Due to these visits, the Year 5 timetable will be altered, and PE will be on Wednesday 1st December 
instead of Monday 29th November. Please ensure children come to school in their school uniform on 
Monday 29th November, Tuesday 30th November and Thursday 2nd December.
