FSM: Weekly Hampers  

In order for us to be able to provide our Free School Meal children with food during this 
unprecedented time, we have organised a weekly hamper, which will provide a selection of 
pre-packaged ingredients for you to prepare at home.  These include breakfast cereals, milk, 
bread, sandwich fillings, fresh fruit and water.   In order to mitigate against any stock 
shortages, we will also make alternative ingredients available such as eggs, beans and 
potatoes. 

To ensure this system works effectively and efficiently, we will provide a sandwich lunch to 
free school meal children who meet the Government criteria to attend school, on Monday 
23rd March. From Tuesday 24th March, those free school meal children will be expected to 
bring a lunch from home as we’ve been assured by our suppliers that the hampers will 
contain enough ingredients to last each school day.  

Collection of your Hamper 

Whilst the school remains open to provide care for a limited number of children your hamper 
will be available to collect from the front of the school at 1pm for a period of 30 minutes on 
Monday of each week.  If the hamper is not collected during this time, it will no longer be 
available. Please be aware you may be asked for proof of ID. 

If you are unable to collect your hamper yourself because of self-isolation and particularly 
due to showing signs of coronavirus, please let us know in advance that someone else will 
be collecting your hamper on your behalf.
