Re:  Year 4 visit to the Museum of Somerset, Taunton 
 

As part of our Year 4 history topic ‘What have the Romans done for us?’ there will be a trip 
to the Somerset County Museum in Taunton on Friday 20th March 2020.  We will complete 
a tour of the museum, looking at its many wonderous displays and objects, and we will take 
part in a special Roman workshop where we will handle and examine a range of real Roman 
artefacts, find out how Romans dressed, investigate the museum’s mosaic and have a go 
at writing in a Roman style. More information about the museum can be found by visiting 
https://swheritage.org.uk/museum-of-somerset/.  

The children will be out for the whole day within usual school hours and will need to bring a 
packed lunch and a drink (no glass bottles, sweets or fizzy drinks please).  However, children 
who have booked a school meal or who have free school meals will have a packed lunch 
provided.  An extra drink and snack is advisable. 

Children will need to wear their school uniform and suitable footwear.  

We will, of course, take inhalers from school but if your child suffers from travel sickness 
please make sure appropriate medication is taken. 

We are asking parents/carers for a contribution of £5.00 towards this visit. The actual 
museum itself is free to visit, however the Roman Workshop incurs a £2.00 fee per child, 
and the coach cost works out to be £3.00 each. Please make your payment through your 
ParentPay account, along with your consent by Wednesday 18th March at the latest.
