Dear Parents/Carers, 

To celebrate the Christmas season, the children in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 will be having their 
Christmas Party during the afternoon of Thursday 19th December 2019. 

This year, we would be grateful if the children could bring in a small amount of snack type 
food e.g. crisps, cheesy biscuits, small cakes, chocolate biscuits, sandwiches (nothing which 
requires refrigeration please).

The party is on the penultimate day so children will be expected to arrive at school in their 
school uniform, however, children may wish to bring clothes suitable for the party to change 
into after lunch; please ensure that suitable footwear is worn.
