Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
As part of our ‘Is now the best time to live in Chard?’ topic, Year 5 are visiting Bovington Tank 
Museum on Friday 6th December.  This will provide the children with an opportunity to explore a 
range of activities linked to our current topic. 
 
The visit will cost £11.50 per child as a contribution towards entrance fee, 2 workshops whereby we 
will sit inside a real life tank, explore trenches and investigate the Christmas truce, as well as the 
travel to and from the museum. Payment for this trip will need to be made through your ParentPay 
account.  
 
Children will need to wear school uniform for the trip and will be provided with hi-vis jackets so they 
will be easily identified throughout the day.  We would also suggest sending your child with a 
waterproof coat for any unpredictable weather.  As we have some distance to travel, please could 
you ensure that your child is in school promptly at 8.00am so that we can leave in good time to reach 
the museum.  We aim to be back in school at the later time of 4.00pm. 
 
Children will need to bring a packed lunch, however children who are entitled to free school meals 
or have paid for a school meal will be provided with a packed lunch.  It would be particularly helpful 
if you could pack your child’s lunch in a labelled plastic bag with containers that can be thrown away 
after use.  This means that the children do not have to carry their lunch boxes around the museum 
after lunch.  As we are a healthy school we would kindly ask for no fizzy drinks.  An extra snack and 
drink is advisable for all children.

November at the latest.  If you have any questions about this or any other aspect of your child’s 
learning, please do not hesitate to speak to one of us.
