Dear Parents & Carers 
 
As part of our ‘Living things’ topic, Foundation Stage are visiting Axe Valley Wildlife Park 
on Monday 25th March.  This will provide the children with an opportunity to see a range 
of animals.   
 
The cost of the trip will be £12.25 and must be paid through ParentPay.  Please login to 
your ParentPay account to complete all areas of consent and make your payment by 
Thursday 21st March at the latest.  Payments will not be accepted after this date resulting 
in your child not being able to participate in the trip.   
 
Children do not need to wear school uniform for the trip, but will be provided with luminous 
jackets so they will be easily identifiable throughout the day. Please send children in 
wellies to school that day and if it is a hot day, ensure they have a sun hat and wear sun 
cream. We would also suggest sending your child with a waterproof coat for any 
unpredictable weather.  Please make sure that your child is in school promptly at 8.45 am, 
they will then be back in time for the end of school at 3.15 pm.   
 
Children will need to bring lunch boxes as usual.  It would be particularly helpful if you 
could pack their lunch in a labelled plastic bag with containers that can be thrown away 
after use – this means that the children do not then have to carry their lunch boxes around 
the park after lunch. As we are a healthy school we would kindly ask for no fizzy drinks.  
Unfortunately as this trip is on a Monday we are unable to provide school packed 
lunches for any child who normally has cooked school meals, therefore ALL 
children will need to bring a lunch box.
