Year 6 Residential Trip to Minehead Adventure Centre – Butlins 
 

School residential trips are a valuable part of every child’s primary education and although it may 
seem like a long way off, we are excited to announce that we are already planning your child’s 
residential trip for Year 6. 
 
Minehead Adventure Centre Butlins, is nestled on the edge of Exmoor, safely within the Butlins 
complex which is close to the beach and offers excellent opportunities for outdoor and indoor 
activities.  The centre is licenced to provide adventurous activities and there will be a chance to do 
climbing, high ropes, swimming and other engaging activities. 
 
The visit is scheduled to take place between 18th May to 21st May 2020.  The cost will be £339 per 
child which includes all activities, accommodation, all food and drink whilst at the centre and coach 
travel to and from Minehead.  The school has subsidised the cost of the trip for all children in the 
hope that as many children as possible are able to attend.  Places are currently limited to 35 on a 
first come first served basis. 
 
There is some additional funding available to support families who are known by us to be eligible 
for free school meals or pupil premium.  Please contact Mrs Lilley in the School Office for further 
information. 
 
If you would like your child to be a part of this exciting residential, please login to your ParentPay 
account to register for their place and complete all areas of consent as indicated.  A non-
refundable deposit of £50.00 to secure your child’s place should be paid via your ParentPay 
account by 1st June 2019.  This payment option is now live on ParentPay and will remain open until 
this date to allow plenty of time for you to enrol your child.  Please note that deposits may not be 
accepted after this date resulting in the child not being able to participate.  A subsequent 
letter will be sent out nearer the time detailing further payment instalments.  These payment dates 
are set by Butlins to keep us in line with their requirements. 
 
Please note, we reserve the right to withdraw your child from participating in this residential if their 
behaviour/conduct is deemed inappropriate or a cause for concern. 
 
Further information concerning what your child will need for their visit will be forwarded to you in 
plenty of time before the residential takes place.  If you have any questions about this please do 
not hesitate to talk to us.
