RAFIKIS- Top & trousers or long ankle skirt in bright primary colours or African style tribal prints. Colours 

can be red/yellow/blue/green/orange.  

SIMBA/NALA/SARABI/MUFASA- Top & trousers or long ankle skirt in neutral colours that represent being a 

Lion. Colours like yellow/beige/brown/orange. African prints in these colours would be perfect. 

SCAR- Bright orange top. Black trousers. 

ZAZU- Bright blue top or shirt, black trousers, smart black shoes. 

HYENAS (including Shenzi/ Banzai and Ed)- Black t-shirt or hoodie (no logos). Black trousers. Optional

TIMON/ PUMBAA- Safari style clothing, for example; Khaki trousers or shorts, Safari shirt or Hawaiian shirt.
