• 69% of responses stated that their child had not been bullied.

• 9% of responses disagreed with this statement. 

When I have raised a concern 
with the school they have been 
dealt with properly.  

• 77% of responses strongly agreed or agreed with this statement. 

• 4% of responses disagreed with this statement. 

• 18% of responses said that they had not raised a concern with 

the school

• 118 responses said that their child did not have a SEND need. 

• 6 responses said that their child had a SEND and of those 6, 

100% said that their child’s needs were being met.
