Reference: Updated Breakfast Club and After School Club fees from September 2026 
 

I am writing to inform you of upcoming changes to the cost of our Breakfast Club (BSC) and After 
School Club (ASC).  Due to increases imposed by the Government in the National Minimum Wage, 
employer national insurance and pension contributions, we have had to carefully review our 
provision. As a result, we will be increasing our breakfast and after school club fees for September.  
 
We have benchmarked our revised charges against other local schools and can reassure you that, 
even with these increases, our provision remains among the most affordable in the area. 
 
From September 2026, the following changes will apply: 
 
Breakfast Club (BSC): 
 

• Current fee: £3.80 per child. 

• New fee: £4.00 per child. 

After School Club (ASC): 
 

• First session: £3.85 per child (increase of £0.45). 

• Second session: £4.00 per child (increase of £0.60). 

• Third session: £4.00 per child (increase of £1.45). 

 
In addition, from after the Easter holidays, ASC on Fridays will run as two sessions only, finishing 
at 5:15pm instead of 6:00pm.  This decision was made as an insufficient number of children were 
using the service. 
 
We have also recently reviewed our Nursery Fees Policy, which has been approved by the 
Governing Body. This includes the introduction of wraparound care for nursery children, along 
with updated pricing. These changes will take effect from the Summer Term, and full details have 
been shared with nursery parents. 
 
We understand that any increase in cost can be challenging, and we have made every effort to 
keep rises to a minimum while continuing to provide a safe, high-quality, and supportive 
environment for all children.
