Lyme Regis Trip - Foundation 

Dear Parents & Carers,  
  
As part of our ‘Adventure’ topic Foundation Stage will be visiting Lyme Regis on Friday 10th 
July.

Children do not need to wear school uniform for the trip but will be provided with luminous 
jackets so they will be easily identifiable throughout the day. Please send children in suitable 
clothing for the weather and if it is a hot day, ensure they have a sun hat and wear sun cream. 
We would also suggest sending your child with a waterproof coat for any unpredictable 
weather.  Please make sure that your child is in school promptly that morning, they will then 
be back in time for the end of school.  
  
If a child usually has a school lunch, they will receive a packed lunch or you can supply a 
packed lunch from home.  Any hot food orders for this day will be cancelled.
